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Homelessness   in   Metro   Vancouver:

A point-in-time homeless count took place in
Metro Vancouver on March 8th 2017. A total
of 3,605 individuals were found to be
experiencing homelessness.This graphic
provides a breakdown by gender of the
information collected. Not every person who
was counted participated in the survey, as
such, the number of responses varies
between questions.  

  
NOTE: In 2017, the gender question was
changed to reflect modern concepts of
gender identity. Gender indicators were
asked in two questions: one which focused
on personal gender identity
(man/woman/another gender identity), and a
second on whether an individual identified as
transgender. Although 21 individuals
identified as another gender, this data is not
analyzed due to the small sample size.
